The Chairman will inform the District Governor's Cabi-

net of any progress in the selection process as far as number of nominations received and expectations for any 

additional nominations before the deadline. The District Governor will send a second reminder of the need for the 

Clubs to get their nominations in before the deadline through the District Governor's Newsletter.  

    Following the deadline date of December 31 st  or the date set by the District Governor and the Melvin Jones Fel-

lowship Award Selection Committee the Chairman will notify the Committee of a time and place for their final 

meeting to make the selection of the recipient or recipients of the year's Melvin Jones Fellowship Award.
