As you will see below, my name is Judith (Judy) Olmsted Powell, 
an IPDG from District 4-L2, MD4-California. LCI has permitted 
me to have your e-mail addresses because as internal PR per-
son for Lions Float, Inc. I'm the one who gets to try to communi-
cate with other Lions regarding the annual LCI entry in the Tour-
nament of Roses parade in Pasadena, California. Having just 
typed in all your names (242 minus the California 15!) and added 
your e-mails (copy/paste), I'm starting to feel as if I know you all, 
as in which one of you is "Snowbaby"? A fellow skier? Another 
Midwesterner? An East coast person? Well, anyway, here's the 
deal.  

Since 1992 Lions Clubs International has presented a float in the 
New Year's Day Tournament of Roses Parade in Pasadena, California. The parade is viewed by an esti-
mated 400 million people in 85 countries around the world. The production price for the Lions float is a tiny 
fraction of the cost of purchasing television advertising of this magnitude. It serves as a message to the 
world that Lions are people who serve others. BUT it still costs money to mount that float, in the neighbor-
hood of $100,000. 

Lions Float, Inc. is the non-profit LCI-sanctioned entity that gets to raise most of the $$ to make it happen. 
While LCI has recognized the advertising value of the tv coverage of the float, International is only commit-
ted to funding about half of the cost. We at LFI (Lions Float, Inc.) get to do the rest. This project was for 
many years viewed as a Southern California "thing" because it happens in Pasadena, which is in District 4-
L2. In more recent years participation has spread throughout the fifteen California districts (MD4), and last 
year we were delighted to have four clubs from other states contribute to our donor patch program. Thank 
you, again, to the Capitol City Lions Club (Dover, Delaware), the Carson City Lions Club (Carson City, Ne-
vada), the Champaign Lions Club (Savoy, Illinois), and the Harmony Township Lions (Phillipsburg, 
New Jersey). Gotta admit that having earned my B.A. at U of Illinois in Champaign-Urbana it was a special 
treat to see that Illinois club name! 

The next e-mail you receive from me will be the first edition of a newsletter we have created to let more Li-
ons know about the float PR project. What we'd like from you is to share this with your clubs so that they 
might consider becoming supporters of the float.  

Now I recall all too well what it's like coming up into one's DG term. Like, have you all turned in your training 
assignments yet? Well, maybe next week.... Are your e-mail in-boxes jammed with stuff? Of course they are! 
So if this and the subsequent newsletter message are just one more thing too many, please do one of two 
things:  1) assign reading this stuff to your incoming VDG1 or VDG2 & send us that person's e-mail address 
or 2) send a reply to me that says "Take me off your (expletives deleted) list!" 

Our hope, though, is that you will see the public relations value of the project for Lions internationally and 
encourage your clubs' participation. Our patch donor program sends a special banner patch and a pin repre-
senting the float to each donor club for a $200 contribution. You can see more about all this at our web site 
at http://www.lionsrosefloat.com.  
In the meantime, with any luck we'll get to meet each other in Sydney. I know you'll have a great year as DG 
because I did!
