Article I
Name
Section 1. This organization shall be known as District 11 E-2 of
Multiple District 11, State of Michigan, (hereafter referred to as District) of the
International Association of Lions Clubs (hereafter referred to as “Lions
International”).
~Article II !
Objectives

Section 1. To provide an administrative structure with which to advance

' the purpose and objectives of Lions International in this District.

Article III
Membership

Section 1. The members of this organization shall be all Lions Clubs in
the District chartered by Lions International.

Section 2. The boundary lines of this District shall be the boundary
lines of the counties of Alcona, Alpena, Antrim, Arenac, Charlevoix,
Cheboygan, Crawford, Emmet, Gladwin, Iosco, Kalkaska, Montmorency,
Ogemaw, Oscoda, Otsego, Presque Isle and Roscommon. ~

Section 3. Any time the words used to refer to the male gender in the
District 11E-2 Constitution and By-Laws is mentioned it is now to refer to
either MALE and/or FEMALE.



Article IV
District Organization
Section 1. Cabinet and Officers.

A. The District shall have a District Cabinet composed of the
District Governor, The Immediate Past District Governor, the Vice District
Governor, the Region Chairmen (if the position is utilized during the District
Governor's term), the Zone Chairmen and a Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer. The
members of the District Cabinet shall be the officers of the District. Each such
officer shall be a member in good standing of a Lions Club in good standing in
the District.

B. District Governor
1. A candidate for the office of District Governor shall:

(a) Be and Active Member in good standing of a chartered
Lions Club in good standing in District 11E-2.

(b) Secure the endorsement of his/her club or a majority of
the hons clubs in the District.

(c) Have served or will have served at the time he/she takes
office as District governor:

(1) As President of a Lions Club for a full term or
major portion thereof, and a member of the Board of Directors of a Lions Club
for no less than two (2) additional years; and

(2) As Zone Chairman or Region Chairman or Cabinet
Secretary and/or Treasurer for a full term or major portion thereof; and

(3) As Vice District Governor for a full term or major
portion thereof. Provided, however, that in the event the incumbent Vice
District Governor does not stand for election, as District Governor, any club
member who fulfills the gqualifications of Vice District Governor and who is
currently serving or who has served one (1) additional year as a member of the
District Cabinet shall also be an eligible candidate;

(4) With none of the above being accomplished
concurrently.
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2. The District Governor shall:
(a) Be elected at the annual convention of District 11E-2.

(b) Appoint within thirty (30) days after he/she takes office,
a Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer and one Zone Chairman in each of his/her
zones, said appointment to be made with the assistance of the respective
Region Chairman (provided the position is utilized during the District
Governors term).

3. If Region Chairmen have been elected at the previous annual
District Convention, the District Governor shall notify each Region Chairmen,
the Vice District Governor, and Immediate past District Governor- within
fourteen (14) days of officially taking office that the position will or will not be
utilized or such non-action will be a determination to utilize the position
during his/her term of office. If the Region Chairman has not been utilized
within fourteen (14) days when the District Governor takes office, the positions
shall remain vacant during the District Governor's term.

4. No elected District Governor shall be permitted to succeed
him /herself.

C. Vice District Governor
1. A candidate for the office of Vice District Governor shall:

(a) Be an Active Member in good standing of a chartered
Lions Club in good standing in District 11 E-2.

(b) Secure the endorsement of his/her club or a majority of
the clubs in the District.

(c) Have served or will have served at the time he/she takes
office as Vice District Governor:

(1) As President of a Lions Club for a full term or
major portion thereof, and a member of the Board of Directors of a Lions Club
for no less than two (2) additional years; and

(2) As Zone Chairman or Region Chairman or Cabinet
Secretary and/or Treasurer for a full term or major portion thereof.

(3) With none of the above being accomplished
concurrently.
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2. The Vice District Governor shall:
(a) Be elected at the annual convention of District 11 E-2.

(b) At the first Cabinet Meeting in his/her term as Vice
District Governor announce his/her intention to utilize the office of Region
Chairman during his/her term the following year as District Governor.

D. Region Chairman

1. The Region Chairmen ( if the positions are utilized by the
District Governor), shall be qualified as required by the Constitution of
Multiple District 11, shall be members in good standing of a Club in their
Region and shall be elected for a term of one year by a majority vote of the
delegates present from Clubs in the Region at the annual meeting of the clubs
in their District. They shall take their office within fourteen (14) days of the
District Governor taking office at the International Convention next
succeeding their election, serving until the next succeeding District Governor
takes office at the next International Convention and expresses his/her
intent to utilize or not utilize the position.

CONSTITUTIONAL UPDATE: The language that follows regarding
vacancy in cffice for DISTRICT GOVERNOR and VICE DISTRICT
GOVERNOR was adepted by Lions Clubs Internaticnal in July 2004
and placed in the "standard form" District Constituktion and
By-Laws. It supersedes previocus language previcusly in place.



E. Vacancy in Office

L. DISTRICT GOVERNOR VACANCY. In the
event of a vacancy in the office of district'governor, the same
shall be filled in accordance with the provisions of the
International Constitution and By-Laws. The immediate past
district governor, vice district governar, the region chairper-
sons, zone chairpersons, the cabinet secretary and cabinet
treasurer (or cabinet secretary/treasurer) and District
Governor's Honorary Committee shall convene at a date,
time and place called and determined by the immediate past
district governor to select a replacement for recommendation
to the International Board of Directors. (See Exhibit B at the
end of this bookiet.)

2. VICE DISTRICT GOVERNOR AND OTHER
VACANCIES. Any vacancy in office except that of district
governor and vice district governor shall be filled by appaint-
ment from the district governor for the unexpired term. In
event of a vacancy arising in the office of vice district gover-
nor, the district governor shall convene a meeting of the
members of the existing cabinet as provided for in the
International Constitution and By-Laws and all past interna-
tional officers who are members in good standing of a char-
tered Lions club in good standing in the district. It shall be the
duty of the attendees at this meeting to appeint a qualified
club member as vice district governor for the remainder of
the term. In filling said vacancy, it shall be the duty of the dis-
trict governor, or if not available, the most recent past district
governor who is available, to send out invitations to attend
said meeting and it shall also be his/her responsibility to pre-
side as chairperson of the meeting. The chairperson shall
convey the results to the international office within seven (7)
days together with evidence of invitations sent and meeting
attendance. Each Lion who is entitled to receive an invitation
to attend and is present at said meeting shall be entitled to
cast one vote for the Lion of his/her choice.
