After the discussion at the District Cabinet Meeting, our PR Task Force  decided to  
concentrate on radio and local newspapers.  We need to be visible to recruit members!  
A District Wide campaign to recruit members is worth a try. If we are to be seen and heard, 
So here is the plan: …………..and where you come in……….. 
1. We need a list of every newspaper and every radio station in our area.  
2. Each club provides us with a contact in your area for each newspaper and each radio station.  A name, 

an e-mail, and /or a phone # (or both).  Assign a person to do this in your club please. 
3. We know there will be lots of overlap, but getting the info more than once is better than not getting any. 
4. So, please send me your list, we will cross reference them to make sure we have each community with a 

Lions Club represented, and then verify it with each of you.  
5. Then, we (our task force) will get costs for radio ads, and for newspaper ads…. above and beyond the 

PSA (Public Service Announcements) that stations do for free. 
6. We will report back to the Cabinet at convention on our recommendations including timetables 
and costs.   
7.  Each year we get information on the Public Relations Grant Funds available for single dis-
tricts and Multi-districts.  The Grant Funds for a single District are for matching funds of $1,750 (or 
a total of $3,500).  The Multi-district Grant is for a match of $5,000.  

8. Whether we get grant funds or not, this project, we can make it work if we work together a District 
Team……….every community on the same page……..on the airways……..we can make it happen!

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Developing Leaders = Retaining Qualified Members 

We know that leadership training is a path we follow to develop the future leaders of our  
association. Most “graduates” of our Lions Leadership Institutes have gone on to become 
leaders in their clubs and districts, and many have become district governors, council  
chairpersons, and international directors. 
 
But, have you ever considered the impact leadership training has on retention? A recent 
study focusing on a five-year span, and addressing all seven constitutional areas, has  
provided an interesting and encouraging result. In comparing the membership drop rates of 
all Lions to those who have participated in Senior Lions Leadership Institutes, it was found 
that institute graduates are more than twice as likely to retain their Lions membership.  
In fact, in some constitutional areas, they were as much as five times as likely to remain  
active and productive members. 
 
What does all this mean? It means that as Lions leaders we should consistently support leadership training at 
all levels. The survey focused on the Senior Lions Leadership Institute, but we can be assured that similar 
results would be revealed if we examined regional leadership training efforts as well. When we invest in the 
development of our members, it translates into Lions who are: 

· Better qualified to lead 
· Happier and more productive 
· More likely to remain active members of the largest and greatest service association in the world

Retention and Importance of Sponsorship  
 

Retention starts the moment a new Lions member is inducted!   
 
The induction ceremony should be held as soon as possible after identifying and approving the new  
member.  During the ceremony, also recognize the sponsor and emphasize the importance of his or her  
commitment to the new Lion as a mentor.   As a sponsor, you saw qualities in this person that you felt would 
be an asset to the Lions organization and to your club. 
 
Sponsorship is an important responsibility according to Lions International and should not be taken lightly.  A 
sponsor’s responsibilities do not end when the member is inducted.  Helping them grow in the  
organization means they will stay a member.  As their mentor, you should: 
· Continue to introduce the new member to Lions they have not met, helping them feel part of the group. 
· Offer to accompany them to meetings.  Stay in touch. 
· Make sure that they are allowed to express their thoughts and ideas. 
· Serve as a source of inspiration and advice. 
· Consider entering into the Lions Mentoring Program, where you and the new member can continue to 

grow as Lions. 
· Encourage the Lion that you sponsored to be active and live up to the Lions’ motto:  WE SERVE! 
 
Each of us joined Lions because we felt a passion for making a difference in someone else’s life.  If the new 
member no longer feels like he/she is making a difference, it will be very easy for them to just give up and 
quit.  Remember this, that when we keep our members, both old or new, connected to their passion for serv-
ing others, they will be Lions forever!

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MEMBERSHIP REPORT 
 

Multiple District 11 continues to trend in the wrong direction in total 
membership.  Through January 31, 2010, MD 11 has lost 103 mem-
bers from the number we had at the end of June 2009. 
Our District 11 E-2 has lost a net 24 members through January 31, 
2010.  This number represents a modest improvement over our July 
and August numbers.  We seem to be slowly recovering from our 
beginning year losses.  In fact, we have been advised by several of 
our clubs that they will be increasing membership by several mem-
bers during February.  There is hope that if we can continue this 
trend, 11 E-2 can finish the year slightly ahead of last year. 

As I have reported to you previously, our Governor has committed to at least breaking even for the year 2009
-2010.  That means we still have some work to do.  Beginning with February 2, 2010, we are asking you to 
make every effort to “keep what you have and add one”.
